Early PICK UPS  

If you know in advance that will need to pick your student up early, please be sure to send a note, or 
email ahead of time. If you do not know in advance and need to come in to pick your student up, please 
do NOT call before you come.  The office will call your child down when you get to the school. This way, 
they are receiving as much time in class as possible. It only takes a couple minutes for them to get to the 
office once you are here. 
 
Please try to avoid coming into the office for early pick up near the end of the day (2:45—3:05), unless it 
is an emergency. The last half hour of the school day is just as important as the rest of the day. There is 
instruction taking place in the classroom right up to the end of the day, which may result in your student 
missing valuable information. Also, the interruption to the classrooms is very distracting to the teacher 
and all of the students, which has a very negative impact on learning.
